Blameless

Job 1:1 In the land 
of Uz there lived a 
man whose name 
was Job. This man 
was blameless and 
upright; he feared 
God and shunned 
evil.



TheAccuser
Job 1:6-7 6 One day 
the angels came to 
present themselves 
before the LORD, and 
Satan also came with 
them.  7 The LORD 
said to Satan, "Where 
have you come from?" 
Satan answered the 
LORD, "From roaming 
through the earth and 
going back and forth 
in it."



TheAccuser
Job 1:8 8 Then the 
LORD said to Satan, 
"Have you considered 
my servant Job? 
There is no one on 
earth like him; he is 
blameless and upright, 
a man who fears God 
and shuns evil."  



TheAccuser
Job 1:9-12 9 "Does Job fear God for 
nothing?" Satan replied.  10 "Have you 
not put a hedge around him and his 
household and everything he has? You 
have blessed the work of his hands, so 
that his flocks and herds are spread 
throughout the land.  11 But stretch out 
your hand and strike everything he has, 
and he will surely curse you to your 
face."  12 The LORD said to Satan, 
"Very well, then, everything he has is in 
your hands, but on the man himself do 
not lay a finger." Then Satan went out 
from the presence of the LORD.



Job Remains Faithful 
Job 1:20-22 20 At this, 
Job got up and tore his 
robe and shaved his 
head. Then he fell to the 
ground in worship  21

and said: "Naked I 
came from my mother's 
womb, and naked I will 
depart. The LORD gave 
and the LORD has 
taken away; may the 
name of the LORD be 
praised."  22 In all this, 
Job did not sin by 
charging God with 
wrongdoing.



The Accuser
Job 2:3 3 Then the 
LORD said to Satan, 
"Have you considered 
my servant Job? 
There is no one on 
earth like him; he is 
blameless and upright, 
a man who fears God 
and shuns evil. And he 
still maintains his 
integrity, though you 
incited me against him 
to ruin him without any 
reason."



TheAccuser
Job 2:4-7 4 "Skin for skin!" Satan 
replied. "A man will give all he has for 
his own life.  5 But stretch out your 
hand and strike his flesh and bones, 
and he will surely curse you to your 
face."  6 The LORD said to Satan, 
"Very well, then, he is in your hands; 
but you must spare his life."  7 So 
Satan went out from the presence of 
the LORD and afflicted Job with 
painful sores from the soles of his feet 
to the top of his head.



Job Remains Faithful Job 2:8-10 8 Then Job 
took a piece of broken 
pottery and scraped 
himself with it as he sat 
among the ashes.  9

His wife said to him, 
"Are you still holding 
on to your integrity? 
Curse God and die!"  
10 He replied, "You are 
talking like a foolish 
woman. Shall we 
accept good from God, 
and not trouble?" In all 
this, Job did not sin in 
what he said.

No one said a 
word to him, because they saw 
how great his suffering was.

Job 4:6-9 6 Should not your 
piety be your confidence and 
your blameless ways your hope?  
7 "Consider now: Who, being 
innocent, has ever perished? 
Where were the upright ever 
destroyed?  8 As I have 
observed, those who plow evil 
and those who sow trouble reap 
it.  9 At the breath of God they 
are destroyed; at the blast of his 
anger they perish.

Job 5:17-19 17 "Blessed is the 
man whom God corrects; so do 
not despise the discipline of the 
Almighty.  18 For he wounds, 
but he also binds up; he 
injures, but his hands also heal.  
19 From six calamities he will 
rescue you; in seven no harm 
will befall you.

Job 6:1-4 Then Job replied:  2 "If only my 
anguish could be weighed and all my misery 
be placed on the scales!  3 It would surely 
outweigh the sand of the seas-- no wonder my 
words have been impetuous.  4 The arrows of 
the Almighty are in me, my spirit drinks in their 
poison; God's terrors are marshaled against 
me.

Job 35:12-16 12 "There they cry out, 
but He does not answer Because of the 
pride of evil men.  13 "Surely God will 
not listen to an empty cry, Nor will the 
Almighty regard it.  14 "How much less 
when you say you do not behold Him, 
The case is before Him, and you must 
wait for Him!  15 "And now, because He 
has not visited in His anger, Nor has He 
acknowledged transgression well,  16

So Job opens his mouth emptily; He 
multiplies words without knowledge."

Job 38:34-36 34 "Can you raise 
your voice to the clouds and 
cover yourself with a flood of 
water?  35 Do you send the 
lightning bolts on their way? Do 
they report to you, 'Here we 
are'?  36 Who endowed the heart 
with wisdom or gave 
understanding to the mind?



Jobõs Final Words
Job 42:1-6 Then Job replied to 
the LORD:  2 "I know that you 
can do anything, and no one can 
stop you.  3 You asked, 'Who is 
this that questions my wisdom 
with such ignorance?' It is I-- and 
I was talking about things I knew 
nothing about, things far too 
wonderful for me.  4 You said, 
'Listen and I will speak! I have 
some questions for you, and you 
must answer them.'  5 I had only 
heard about you before, but now 
I have seen you with my own 
eyes.  6 I take back everything I 
said, and I sit in dust and ashes 
to show my repentance."
